All students in grades K-4 through 5th will begin the Sunday school hour at 9:30 a.m. in Friendship Hall with a Bible lesson taught by Pastor Johnson, then followed by choir, directed by Will Ulrich.  The children will be picked up by their Sunday school teachers following the choir practice and taken to their classrooms. K-3, 6th, 7th and 8th grade students will report directly to their classrooms at 9:30 a.m. Dismissal of all students is at 10:35 a.m.  Parents of K-3, K-4, K-5 children: Your child will be dismissed only to you. The Praise & Glory Singers Choir, directed by Darlene Siebert, is a fun choir available to 6th, 7th and 8th graders and meets on Sunday evenings from 5:50–6:20 p.m. (right before confirmation class). The Praise & Glory Singers Choir sings at either the 8:15 a.m. or 10:45 a.m. service every third Sunday of the month.
